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The opening tweets above were followed by Kathryn’s first question, prompting more replies 

than any of her other, later, questions. The (linked-to-Twitter) screenshots below show all the 

replies to the first question, and the discussions that they generated. Those discussions 

focussed on how teachers might develop their practice, by, for example, looking at: how they 

help students ask themselves questions that support problem-solving, giving/receiving 

feedback to/from the whole class (including when students use individual mini-whiteboards), 

building relationships with students, developing effective strategies for when students use 1-2-

1 devices, and enabling the CPD of colleagues by working together within a department or 

school.
